Welcome to the Breadth of Knowledge - mock test. We offer this on-line test as part of our policy of
encouraging applicants to undergo self evaluation against the standards required. The full syllabus can be
viewed here.

The test should take about an hour to complete and you can take it as many times as you like. The mock test
replicates the actual one - you can view your score on completion of the test. This is purely for your own
benefit: the data will not be stored or used in any way.

The Breadth of Knowledge mock test has been designed to enable you to test your knowledge of IT before
booking the actual test, which all applicants must pass before going on to the third stage of the assessment
process.

Whilst there is no requirement to complete this mock test, we would recommend that you do, as it will give
you a much better understanding of the types of question you will encounter when you take the real thing.
